
The premise of After Life 
is simple: over the span of 
a week, twenty-two souls 
arrive at a way station 
between life and death, 
where they are asked to 
choose just one memory to 
take into the afterlife. 
The new arrivals include an elderly woman, a rebellious dropout, 
a teenage girl, and a 70-year-old war veteran. Once they have 
chosen a memory, it is recreated and filmed by the staff of 
the way station, using all the tricks and illusions of cinema: 
cotton balls are used to mimic clouds, a fan is used for a sum-
mer breeze.

It’s an amazing film to make one focus on positive moments in 
ones life, even those to come.
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
